FNSI’s Network Operations Center (NOC)
personnel take pride in contacting our customers at the first sign of any imminent service
disturbances before the customer is aware of any potential problems -- frequently
resolving the issue before the customer is affected.
     From inside the FNSI NOC, FNSI engineers can address many issues.  If a network
should experience a disturbance there are a number of possible reasons, both human
and technical. The FNSI NOC engineers have the ability to address both with a phone
call.  They can discuss basic operations principles, identify and resolve complex issues,
and when needed, work with the local loop carriers or assign an on-site engineer to
address the problem at your location.
     Our customers have the benefit of a FNSI representative proactively calling them  once
each month as a part of our continuing customer service.  During these conversations,
we can resolve any issues our customers may have and inform them of any scheduled

FNSI events. FNSI understands the frustration
that a customer faces when they have to make
repeated attempts to initiate customer
service. FNSI believes that the service provider
is responsible to take a proactive approach to
customer service and initiate continuous
contact with our customers. We frequently host
open houses, IT forums, and many other events
that are designed to facilitate an informal
dialog with our current customers.

FNSI maintains connections to the major National Access Points (NAP’s), where
Tier One Internet backbones exchange traffic destine to one another’s network.
These traffic exchanges are what make the Internet work. FNSI maintains over
270 active peering sessions, both private and across the public exchange points,
making FNSI’s Backbone one of the fastest and most efficient, 100% transit free
networks in North America. As a 100% transit free Tier One provider, FNSI’s
network provides excellent speed, redundancy and reliability.  Of the 50 Tier One
Internet providers, FNSI has consistently been ranked among the top ten
according to independent industry monitoring organizations.

     FNSI is one of the nations leading Tier One Internet and network service
providers with data center collocation facilities strategically located throughout
the Midwest. FNSI provides direct Tier One Internet access to the local business
communities, as well as foreign organizations needing a direct connection to the
global Internet Backbone. FNSI is building these data centers in each market's
business district from where it provides businesses with the benefits of connecting
directly to the Internet National Backbone. In addition to providing customary dedicated
high bandwidth connectivity to local organizations, these newly designed state-of-
the-art facilities are used as data centers for businesses that require server and equipment
collocation services. As the Internet community grows, there is an increasing demand for
bandwidth (capacity). Organizations such as Application Service Providers (ASP's),
Internet Service Providers (ISP's), xDSL providers, data warehouses, and web
centric companies realize substantial savings by collocating their equipment in
one of FNSI's data centers. FNSI's data centers provide a secure, redundant, and
climate controlled environment. Collocation provides a customer with all of the
benefits of a full-scale data center without the investment. Additionally, through
FNSI's monitoring systems, customers pay only for the bandwidth they use.
     The term "collocation" refers to the growing practice of outsourcing the housing
and monitoring of servers that hold company web sites, applications and other
network and Internet centric services. FNSI’s data centers enable companies to
connect their servers directly to the Internet backbone via gigabit connectivity, and also
store those servers in a controlled and secure environment. These data

The FNSI NOC (Network Operations Center)  complex is located 24 feet below
FNSI’s Corporate Headquarters. The projection screens on the 22 foot high front
wall are all constantly monitoring critical network connections to and from the FNSI
Internet Backbone. Our seasoned
engineering staff can monitor
multiple parameters on all of our
connections simultaneously, from
one location. Through this center
they are able to address and aid
in the correction of any concerns
a client might have. Adjacent to
the NOC are the offices of every
FNSI account manager so that a
client’s specific account manager
and their assigned engineer can
work as a team, ensuring that
every aspect of a client’s Internet
connection can be  integrated
seamlessly.

centers were strategically located so that they would eliminate the "local loop" charges
and bandwidth limitations that are inherent when a company houses its own web
server. Also, by using FNSI’s data centers, businesses have bandwidth to and from
their web servers proportional to their requirements while only paying for their
average usage.
